There are no confirmed blooms of cyanobacteria at this time. The water temperature is warming and we are entering
the time of year when cyanobacteria blooms generally begin. There is a small feature north of Maumee Bay, which is
unconfirmed as cyanobacteria, but looks suspicious. There is a medium sized feature off the southern shore of Lake Erie,
NNW of Lorain, OH which is unconfimed as cyanobacteria, but looks suspicious.
